GAROUNDED FOR = JUR SAFETY

Fuor your safety and protection, this dehumidifier is equippad with athraa-termnal
type grounding plug on the powsrcord, {See illustration), tmustbe pluggedinto
apropgey grounded and polarized three-prong recepiachs.

It the raceptacia you intendto use wilt not accept thia three-prang plug, or, ifyau
are not sure the receptacla s adaguataly grounded, you should have & propery
grﬁundedlhrﬂﬂ-pinngeduutlat instalied
according to the National Electroal Codeby a
qualifiad electrician.

DO MOT UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES
BEND OR REMOVE THE ROUND
GROUNDING PRONG FROM THE PLUG

WHAT A DEHUMIDIFIER DOES

By removing molsture from tha alr, dehumidifiers pratect homes from the
damages of excess humidity, They etfectively help to prevent the mildewing of
siored valuablas, the rusting of toals, the swelling of floors, panel walls, draweors
and daors,

HOW A DEHUMIDIFIER WORKS

The dehurmidifier removes moisture from the airby passing the molst air overa
cold dehumiditying coll, The malsture condenses out of the alr en this coll and
then drains from the coil into & buckst.

Adahumidifier reduces the relative humidity of the surrounding airtwa ways. The
removal of maisture from the air (@s just described) reduces its humidity. The
relativa humidity afthe-airis furthior reduced by heating as the dry airis discharged
ovar the condensar and out the frant, The ailr |s actually heated several
degrees in this process. It is normal for the surrounding air fo slightly
Increasa In temperature as the dehumidifier operates. This heating efiect
further reduces the relative humidity of the surrounding air.
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WHERE TO POSITION YOUR DEHUMIDIFIER

The dehumidifier must be operated in an enciosad area in order to be most
affectiva, Closa all doors and windows and ctheroutside openings fo the room,
sincethe size of space inwhich tha dehumidifiar will oparate affectively s greatly
influenced by the rate at which new maistlre erferns the roam.

When locating the dahumidifiar, be sure that it s placed so thare is no restriction
te air flowing eithar into the coils at the rear or from the front grille.

A dehumidifier operating in‘a basemant will have littie or no affact in dnying an
adjacent anclosed storage area, such as a closet, unless there is adequate
ciroulatien of alrin and out of the area. it may be necessany to install a secand
dehumidifier inside the enclosed storage area for satisfactory drying actian,

Taremave your dehumidifier, agsily liftthe back otthe unit slightly, pushing i into
desired location,

HOW TO OPERATE

UNPACK
When the dehumidifier has been removed form the caron, It is complately
assembled and ready to uze.

PLUG IN

Just plug therelectrical cord inte any propedy-groundead 1100 20volt A.C. outlat.
{Sea section "Groundad for Your Safety"). Tum the Humidity Control Knob
clockwise until unit starts. Immediately. the fan starts pulling malstureladen air
from tha room across the dehumidifying coils which condense ar “draw-off* the
moisture. The air Niows oot the front grille Into the room as dry, warm air.

TIPS ON EFFICIENT USE OF YOUR DEHUMIDIFIER

A humidistat {not used on all models) assures you of afficient, egonomecal
cparation, This Humidity Contral autormatically stars the dehumidifier whenthe
humidity is excessive, and shuts it off when the humidity s reducedto the position
set on the Control. Tha control has an "OFF" position and the dial is infinitely
adjustable to provide a "dryness’ condition that suits your particular need.

INITIAL OPERATION

Whan you first begin operation of all models, we racommend that you turn the
Humidity Centrol Knob completely clockw|ze . Atthis sefting, the unit will eperate
continuously, Allow the dehumidilier to oparate at this satting for three to lour
days. During this period of time, careful consideration should be given to the
dampnias in the area being dried. If the sweating has discontinued and if the
dampness bdors are gone, we suggest that the Control be adjusted
counterclockwise untll the desired dryness is maintained. The: dehumidifiar
sholld be kept In operatian as long as excess moisture is prasent.

PRESENCE OF FROST ON COILS

A light coating of froston the coils is normal whien tha dehumidifier is first (umed
"ON’. Undernormal conditions; itwill disapgear within 3010 45 minutes. [tisalso
perfectly nomal for frast to farm an the ooil when the temperatura of the room is
redativaly cool (57 or lower) or the humidity conditions do not require use ot the
dehumidifier. See "Frost Protection'.
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HOW MUCH MOISTURE SHOULD YOUR DEHUMIDIFIER REMOVE

When thia dahumidifier is first put Inte oparation, i@ will remove relatively large
amounts of moisture until the relative humidity in the area being drigd is reduced
to where moisture damage will not accur, After this, the amaunt of moisture
ramoved from tha alr will be considerably less, This reduction n the amount of
maistura being removed indicates that the dehumidifier has gone its joband that
it is maintaining the ralative humidity at a safe lavel. The performance of the
dehumidifier should be judged by the elimination ofthe dampress and dampnass
adors ratherthan by the amount of moistura being removed and deposited inthe

buckeat

OPERATING CONDITIONS AT TEMPERATURE BELOW 657 F
(NEAR FREEZING TEMPERATURE)

& deturmidifier will not operate satisfactorily below 65 F. At this tamparature it
bacomas necessary to oparate the dehumidifying coil below freezing tempera-
tures i order to reduce the relative humidity to a reasanablevalua. Forthe same
raason, a dehurnedifierwill not eliminate tha frosting of windawsin the wintartima.
Sinoe the dehumidifying coil normally operates above freezing tamperature it
cannotprevert moisture fromcondensing onthe inside surface of a windaw pana
that is below freezing

FROST PROTECTION (AUTO SHUT DOWN)-On models so equipped

This is & ternperatura contra! which 15 designed to prevernt frest or lce from
remaining onthe dehumidifying coll for an extended period of time. Howsver, frost
or ige may oceur under cartain candiions of law tempearature and humidity, and
when these conditions enist, the Frost Protection will shut off the comprassar.
The fan will continue ta rin, causing any accumulated frost ar joe fo melt, The
compresser will tum on-again and the dahumidifier will resumea Its nommal
operation...except when the room airtemperature s ton law tojustify running tha
unit.

The Frast Protection feature is also designed (o pravent excessive on-offcycling,
andundercertain conditionsthis may allow the froat to remainon the coll for same
fima before the comprassar shuts aff and the frost is cleared, This is not an

abnormal condition,

Fan Speed Switch (controls fan speed) on modals so equipped, use desired
satting; number 2 for faster molsture removal, numioer | for quister operation

RAEMOVING COLLECTED WATER

The water collected from the air by your debumidifier can be disposed of in
several conveniant ways. Allunits are supplied with a 20 pint bucket that isopen
and a float mechanlsm activated by a plastic fioat ta accumulate the water, and
all are equipped with an Automatio Water Overflow Cantrol that stops the unit
bafore the bucket ovarficws in the event that you forget to empty £. When the
bucket fills with water the float rises and the unit shuts off s the amount of water
gets near to its full capacity of the bucket,

Water can be automatically emphied into & flaor drain by attaching a water hose
with a metal coupling to the threaded connector under the drain pan, Onee the
bucket is removed & hose can easily be attached. The dehumidifier can also be
placed over a floor drain. By remaving the buckat, the water will drip directly
through the hole in the base into the drain. The dehumidifier is equipped with a
Signal Light {on models so aquipped) which indicates that the Overflow Control
has stopped the unit. When the bucket is amptied, the Contral will again turnithe
unit anandtha action will be resumad. This convenient device is activated by the
water lavel fioat.

WARNING: To prevent risk of electrical shock, disconnect dehumidider from
electrical outlet befare doing anmy cleaning.
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PROPER CARE

Occasionally you may want to clean the frant grille, air filter (on mudels s
aquipped) and the dehumidifying coil. Use a vacuum cleaner and brush
attachment to clean the grille and fitter,

Anairfitterat the rear of tha dehumidifiercleans the air enterng the dehumiditying
coil. Check frequently te make sire it is clean, A dit-chaked filter will biock air
flow and reduce the unit's efficiency.

Thafilter snaps out forcleaning and is washabip, Itwill be sasily ramaved by |ust
pulling the lower middle side. Wash itin & mild solition of household detergent
and warm waler, Then rinza |t thoroughly.

After extended parads of operation, a bulld-up may develop on the col, 1§ is
readily removed when |t is still soft and wet by brushing itaway with a soft brush
{such asa small paint brush, pastry brush orthe like}. fallowed to dry and harden,
it is difficult to remave and must be seaked and soitensd,

IFyou feel you must flush the colt, DO NOT permit a large quartity of water to
enter the electrical-maching compartment through the circular cpening bebind
the coil, Use a squirt bottle so that you can control the watar

FAN AND FAN MOTOR

Tha fan motor usad on your dehumidifier is prelubnics 0. Under ordinary
circumstances. the fan will not require serdcing or olling during the lite of the
diehumidifiar.

appliance or lamp),
= Check humidistat sefting (see Section "How Much Moisture Should

Your Dehumidifier Remaowva"),
+ Check bucket. Empty if full,

2. Frost build-up on Coil
+ |5 the air temperaturs too cold?
Check the air entering the back of the Dehumidifier, If it's below 657
or the humidity is too low, the Dehumidifier will not remove
micisture.

3. Does Moisture Remaval Seam Inefficient?

« |5 the unit located to allow the maximum amaunt ot air flow through
tha coils? Adr restriction will limit the unit's capacity to remove
miisture, fthe unit is sitting cloge 1o the wall, the air flow may ba
restrictad through the-coils.
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IMPORTANT

It is recommended to wait a minimum of 8
minutes before turning the unit on after the
compressor stops running. This time allows
pressure inside the unit to equalize and to

cool down or re-set of PTC relay for a full
torque start on the compressor.
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
